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The subject I would like to develop a WebQuest lesson for is: a Language Arts lesson based on the book, “The Indian in the Cupboard.” 
The intended audience for my lesson consists of (be as specific as possible): fourth graders in a suburban school system. They are at grade-level reading and the class consists of 22 students. 
I think the lesson I’m teaching can benefit by using a WebQuest  because: sometimes books can be boring for students and they are unenthused when they hear that they will be doing a book report. Starting this lesson with a video will be more exciting and capture the students’ attention. The layout of the WebQuest will give clear instructions to a lesson that has a lot of parts to it. It will define the students’ “mission” and be more fun than simply stating tasks and jobs.  
Some resources I am considering to help me in constructing this lesson are (include website addresses when applicable): information pertaining to the book such as quotes, plots, and characters. I will also utilize the movie version of the book. 
What ‘hook’ are you going to use in your introduction to capture the student’s interest and get them excited about the activity. I am going to dress up to grab the students’ attention, and put the lesson in their hands. They will have characters and jobs and will be given a “mission” to complete. The project will allow them to consider different options and make choices, giving them more freedom than a typical book report. I will inform them that, at the end of the lesson, we will watch the movie version which will be exciting because all students’ love using class time to watch movies. 

What will you ask your students to complete or produce at the end of the WebQuest? Students will be required to take on the roles as Omri and Patrick. The students must pick two historical figures to bring back to life and create a conflict between the two. The students will create a cupboard (out of cardboard or other materials they choose) and place their figures inside it as a diorama. The figures can be toys or figurines they have at home, or they can construct them from various materials (marshmallows and toothpicks, clay, etc.) The students must research their people and write a short biography of them, including their names, where and when they were born, and why they are historical figures. Finally, the students will work together to write a story. Students will detail which figures they bring to life, what the conflict is between the two, and how it is resolved. The students will display their dioramas and read their story to the class.
